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What’s the Use? LAND USE, That Is!  

Here’s an update on what’s old and new in 
Lutz with regard to land use projects .  
 
Lutz High School.  Zoning Hearing Master 
recommends approval of the school.  This 
project goes before the BOCC on July 25, 
2006 agenda. 

 
Dibbs’ Borrow Pit is located on Lutz Lake 
Fern Road just west of the Suncoast Parkway 
in Odessa.  The dirt dump trucks will be 
transversing Lutz Lake Fern Road both east 
and west for 10 years to come.  What about 
all the work we did for the past few years 
coordinating our high school, turnpike ramp 
opening and improvements to Lutz Lake 
Fern?  There is a neighborhood leadership 
meeting with the Dibbs’ team in the next 
week to discuss their “new” plan.  This 
special use hearing is scheduled for August 4, 
2006 at 1:30 pm before a Land Use Hearing 
Officer (LUHO).   

 
Rezoning of 644.41 acres on Bruce B. 
Downs for 1,484 multi -family units, 30,000 
sq. ft. of retail development and 55,000 sq. 
ft. of office development.   Through major 
opposition from not only the immediate 
neighbors, but those in Tampa Palms, Lutz, 
Lake Forest and Sierra Club.  This has been 
rescheduled to August 14, 2006, at 6:00 pm 
at the County Center before a zoning hearing 
master.  

 
Rezoning on County Line Road west of BBD, 
but east of I-275 – near Grand Hampton 214 
acres mixing residential and commercial.  
Those in New Tampa and Sierra Club have 
environmental concerns and density 
concerns.  This is scheduled also for August 
14, 2006 at 6:00 pm at the County Center.
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Rezoning received 17.36 acres on the 
southwest corner of Livingston  south of I-
275 overpass.  Wants a PD for 47 home 
sites.  Current zoning is ASC-1.  This is in 
the Lutz Community Plan area, in the 
Urban Service Area (unknown to all who 
worked on the Lutz Community Plan) and 
utilities are nearby. The question here is: 
Does the BOCC think our Lutz Community 
Plan takes priority when looking at 
densities, or does the utility requirements 
and Urban Service Area requirements of 
the Comp Plan take precedence?  This has 
been continued for the 6th  time to August 
15, 2006 at 6:00 pm before the Zoning 
Hearing Master at the County Center.  

 
The Historic Downtown Lutz Plan has 
been through one public hearing before 
the BOCC and its approval by the Board 
will be at the second public hearing

on August 1, 2006 at 6:00 pm at the County 
Center, 2nd floor, 601 E. Kennedy Blvd., 
Tampa. 
 
Rezoning on .76 acres on the southwest 
corner of Holland Ave.  & U.S. Hwy. 41 
(between Crenshaw lake Rd. and Debuel) to 
a CG zoning to build a 7,100 sq. ft. 
Patioland.   This rezoning was approved by 
the BOCC in May. 
 
Rezoning of MGTP on Livingston Avenue  
just north of Bearss to state -of-the-art 
student housing for USF.  This rezoning has 
been withdrawn.  

 
Major modification of the St. Joseph’s 
Hospital site on Van Dyke Rd.,  west of Dale 
Mabry to add additional square footage (no 
additional beds). Through compromise with 
Calusa Trace, this has been approved by the 
BOCC. 
 
Rezoning to PD for commercial use on 
Hwy. 41 just north of Sunset for  office/  
commercial use – approved by BOCC with 
many conditions on the types of uses that 
will be allowed since it is well and septic 
area and in the wellhead protection area.  
 
Lakeshore Villas  wants to expand on 
northwest corner of Hwy. 41 and Hayes 
roads.  Plans have been altered and we are 
awaiting an applica tion.    
 
Other  Ongoing Issues 
Citizen participation in the subdivision 
platting  process.  LCA has been working 
with staff, developers and neighbors to 
involve citizen being notified when 
subdivisions are being approved to avoid 
negative impacts to existing neighborhoods. 

 
 
However, there is still no process for them 
to address their concerns.  This “courtesy 
notification” was accepted by 
Commissioner Hagan as sufficient and the 
rest of the board accepted his decision.  
Bordeaux and Chateau neighborhoods’ 
lawsuit was heard in December before 
Judge Barton and the Judge ruled against 
them.  However, an appeal was filed and 
oral argument has been scheduled August 
2, 2006 at the 2nd District Court of 
Appeals.  We are awaiting a ruling from 
the Judge regarding due process and 
sunshine violations.  

 
Cordoba  Ranch. The LCA filed a Zoning 
Interpretation of our Lutz Community 
Design Standards as it pertains to whether 
the houses on Max Smith should face the 
road as required.  A response from the 
County indicated that since the 
Conservation Subdivision Code allows for 
100 foot setbacks, the outside lots are no 
longer considered perimeter lots, and 
don’t have to face the road.  We did not 
file an appeal to this interpretation as it 
makes sense.  This project is breaking 
ground as we write…
